
Articles 66 & 67 extracted from the minutes of the Town Planning Board meeting on 5 August 2005

The Chairperson said that Members generally saw the merits of preparing planning/design briefs for the “CDA” and “OU(WRCLU)” sites to ensure that the future developments would blend in with the waterfront setting, facilitate pedestrian access to the waterfront, and promote visual permeability of the developments. The existing urban design framework for the reclamation area should be refined to meet public aspiration. The refined urban design framework and the planning/design briefs to be prepared should also take into account the Board’s Vision Statement for Victoria Habrour and the Harbour Planning Visions, Mission and Principles of the HES. The Secretary said that the refined urban design framework for the area and the planning/design briefs for specific sites would be submitted to the Board for consideration in due course.

Noting some Member’s concerns on the possible impacts of Road P2 on the new waterfront, the Chairperson said that the PlanD should relay Member’s views to the TD, requesting it to ensure that the design of the road would be compatible with the overall urban design of the area while allowing maximum pedestrian accessibility to the harbour-front. To facilitate more efficient and convenient east-west connection along the waterfront; an environmentally friendly transport system on the promenade should be further studied. The Secretary said that the issue of pedestrian movements could also be taken up in the revision of the urban design framework and in the preparation of the planning/design briefs.
